Participation 
In our classroom, discussions will be a key component of many lessons where participation is required. This does not simply mean talking, but includes listening to your classmates as well. Classroom Rules
Our classroom rules are based on the following principles: respect, responsibility, teamwork, and safety. 4) Students will be dismissed by the adult in charge, and not line up by the door.


Attendance 
Attending class is imperative in order to obtain all information and to maximize learning opportunities.  Therefore you should be in class ON TIME every day.  However, I do understand that unforeseen circumstances come up and it is sometimes not possible to be here.  If you are absent you are responsible for obtaining the information you missed.  Ask a classmate first, then if necessary talk to me. I allow the equal amount of days that you were gone. For example if you missed Monday and Tuesday, I would need work Friday for it to not count late. Please remember I have an open door policy, and can help you at any time if you feel overwhelmed. I understand if you miss days it can add up fast, so please communicate with me!

Hall Passes 
I am doing everything for a reason, and if you are out of the room you can miss something crucial.  Hall passes are decided case by case and will be granted depending on time and the event occurring in class.  However, if it is an abused privilege I hold the right to modify this policy. During the first and last 10 minutes, no hall passes should be used. No BATHROOM REQUESTS during notes.  You must sign out and in when you leave the room. 

Food and Drink
